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Gear and Bearing Lubrication Oil

Frequency of maintenance or replacement of lubrication oil may have to be
increased in humid climates or when used with corrosive drilling fluids.

When operating a Canrig Top Drive unit in humid climates or when using
corrosive drilling fluids (for example high brine content) visually check the
lubrication oil on a weekly basis for water contamination. Samples should
also be taken for a visual examination. If there is any doubt about the oil
quality, it should be changed immediately. Oil should be changed as
planned intervals of 30 days or 500 drilling hours or less as required.
