BACKGROUND INFORMATION:
In current models of the TESCO Automated Catwalk, the main valve bank provides control of all main hydraulic
functions, such as the front/rear lifting arms and indexing arms. The auxiliary valve bank provides control of all

auxiliary hydraulic functions, including the front/rear leveling jack and gullwings. Both valve banks are located at the
back of the catwalk.

Figure 1: Main and auxiliary valve banks control all hydraulic functions of the catwalk

Certain scenarios warrant manual operation where rig personnel physically control hydraulic functions at the valve
banks, such as during installation or performing routine maintenance. Otherwise, the catwalk must only be controlled
via wireless remote during normal operating conditions. Refer to the TAC-45 Catwalk Installation and Operations
Guide (5041566) and Safety Bulletin SB089 for instructions on operating the catwalk remotely.
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In the existing design, rig personnel can inadvertently function the exposed valve banks (valve handles) and cause

unintentional actuation of the controls, potentially endangering personnel in the vicinity and damaging the catwalk.

TESCO has designed two lock-out doors that cover the main and auxiliary valve banks, respectively. The lock-out

doors eliminate the possibility of any accidental actuation of the valves when the catwalk is in operation.

The addition of the lock-out doors also prevents manual operation of the catwalk. After setting the PLC for the remote
operation of the catwalk, the valve handles are removed from the valve banks and the lock-out doors cover the main
and auxiliary valve areas. If there are instances where manual operation of the catwalk is required, the lock-out doors
should be opened and the valve handles re-installed.

ACTION REQUIRED:

The lock-out doors are standard features included in all new catwalks being manufactured.

For existing catwalks operating in the field, TESCO will supply the lock-out doors for installation. In the meantime,

customers should follow the recommended steps to ensure the safety of rig personnel.

1. Ensure that there is no personnel or moving parts in close vicinity of the main and auxiliary valve banks during
remote operation of the catwalk.

2. Ensure the valve handles are removed as per the TAC-45 Catwalk Installation and Operations Guide
(5041566) after they are set up and calibrated.
Operate the catwalk entirely using the remote operation whenever possible.
Do not operate the valve banks if the valve handles are removed.
